Changing to sustainable church
flowers

You may have heard in the news is that
churches and cathedrals are being
encouraged to stop using floral foam — a
single use plastic which releases huge
numbers of microplastics into the
environment — and to explore more
traditional and less environmentally
harmful ways of arranging flowers in
church. The Sustainable Church Flower
Movement is also asking us to use
seasonal locally grown flowers and
foliage in our displays as commercially
grown flowers have a high carbon
footprint.

So, your flower arranging team are both
excited and a little nervous at finding
different ways to ‘do the flowers’. You will
notice some changes in the style of
arrangements and greater use of home-
grown foliage and flowers, but we hope
that our arrangements will still glorify God
and provide a welcome for all who enter
the church, as well as being kinder to the
planet. Please encourage us as we
experiment with new ways of doing
things.
